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The Morab is an Arabian/Morgan cross and is recognised internationally as a breed.
Combining the Morgan’s strength, depth and natural style along with the Arabian’s
refinement, stamina and sensitivity creates an elegantly powerful horse for use in
the show ring, on the trail or as a working horse.

History’s first recorded Morab was ‘Gold Dust’ - A palomino stallion born in 1855 in
Kentucky, America. He was said to have been able to walk at least 10 kilometres in an
hour. He was a champion in the show ring and was undefeated on the race track. His
offspring inherited his appearance and talents, many of whom satisfied the public’s
desire at the time for fast, attractive carriage horses.

Morabs possess a shorter back than other breeds, as does the Arabian. This, combined
with the longer croup of the Morgan gives great strength and a smooth gait. These
in turn allow Morabs to excel in endurance and competitive events such as dressage, jumping and cutting. In America some excellent
cutting horses have been bred by crossing the Morab with the Quarter Horse.

Mature Morabs hooves and legs hold up well to excessive stress because of
the Morgan’s wonderful bone formation and a medium length pastern. The
Arabian bloodline adds the broad, hard hoof and lower heel. This accounts for
the almost non existant problems of this marvellous breed.

Many American breeders report that their Morabs require little hoof trimming
and are never shod. A mature Morab is muscular, yet refined, their body is
compact, well muscled, smooth, stylish and of medium length. The Morab’s
head may be slightly dished or straight, with dark, large, expressive eyes and
a small muzzle with large, bold nostrils. They have a thick, luxurious mane and
tail - and their average height ranges from 14.1hh - 15.2hh. Morabs come in
a large variety of colours that are common among Arabians and Morgans.

In Australia there is a very low number of Morabs. These horses are competing
successfully in endurance rides including the 400km ‘Shahzada’ and in many
other events. Mixing the Arabian with the Morgan produces an extremely
versatile breed of exciting horses.
