WEIGHTY WORRIES?

Feeding horses in winter can be tricky. Most horses will drop weight simply because it is colder, and
more energy is required to keep them warm. Although horses can adapt well to colder conditions, it’s
up to us to give them a helping hand....

It is a common misconception that because your horse is ridden less in winter, he will need less feed. This is not the case!
Even if you’re not increasing your horse’s workload, you may need to increase his feed ration over the winter months. You need to
make sure that your horse’s diet is suitable and contains enough energy to get him through his day and your ride.

Horses can cope very well with low temperatures - they grow winter coats, and are capable of looking after themselves for most of
the winter. It’s when we interfere that the problems begin! Generally speaking, most horses who are ridden regularly and who are
turned out WILL require a winter rug. This is the first consideration, as the warmth of your horse has a lot to do with his rug - and his
weight! See the following pages for information on choosing and fitting a winter rug.

A horse’s diet can change throughout the year - it’s a good idea to gradually increase your horse’s ration before the winter months,
particularly if you know that your horse drops weight in the cold. Horses are all different - some will be as round as a barrel even if
their paddock is bare, they’re un-rugged, and they’re only fed one biscuit of hay a day. Others require rugging, and constant feeding
and attention to maintain their weight. It’s up to you to figure out how much your horse needs to eat. (See November 2003’s issue of
Horsepower Magazine for feeding advice!)
